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Tamayyaz Small businesses

As part of the “Tamayyaz” Programme, funded by the European Union and implemented in part-
nership with the Palestinian Ministry of Labor and its Technical and Vocational Education and
Training (TVET) centers, Sharek Youth Forum organized the second phase of the small business
grants handover event, during which 13 small businesses were awarded to 13 young beneficiaries
at Sharek’s headquarters in Ramallah. The event was held under the patronage of the Palestinian
Minister of Labor, Dr. Enas Attari, and attended by the Head of Governance Section at the Europe-
an Union, Mr. Serge Mariet, alongside representatives from the Ministry of Labor, vocational train-
ing centers, and programme partners.
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Throughout the programme, beneficiaries re-
ceived specialized training at vocational train-
ing centers covering entrepreneurship, busi-
ness development, business planning, and
small business management, enabling them
to transform their ideas into sustainable and
market-oriented projects. Following the train-
ing phase, participants submitted their proj-
ect proposals to the small business competi-
tion, where projects were evaluated by a com-
mittee composed of representatives from
Sharek Youth Forum, economic expert
Moayad Affaneh, and Mr. Mohammad Abu
Mughleh from the Palestinian Ministry of
Labor. The evaluation focused on market rele-
vance, sustainability, innovation, and future
growth potential.
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The awarded projects covered a variety of sectors, including beauty services, tailoring, electrical

services, and small businesses, reflecting both the diversity of youth skills and the needs of the
local labor market.
